You 
are amazing.  Now I know this, but it’s really good to be reminded of your generosity of spirit and 
richness of the gifts you offer to each other and our larger world.

PRESIDENT’S MESSAGE—October 2008        On Justice  
 

I think of Los Angeles as the urban area between Ventura and San Diego, and for all the disagreeable things 
about living here, bloated real estate prices, clogged rush hour traffic and skimpy airport access, to name 
only three, there are nevertheless extraordinary benefits to being a citizen of Los Angeles.  Among those 
benefits are the opportunities to encounter the theater arts in a way that teach and trouble us all at once.   

 

Lois and I recently attended a performance of the Aeschylus play, Agamemnon, at the Getty Villa.  Before 
the performance, visitors could view an exhibit of ancient Greek artifacts, many of them related to the 
theater of Aeschylus’s time, the Fifth Century BCE.  We were especially interested to read in one of the wall 
labels that the plays of the Greeks were banned by the early Christian Church, once the Church had gained 
enough political influence in the Roman Empire to arrange that.  And indeed, when we saw the play 
performed, it was clear enough why the Church would have been concerned about such plays and how the 
Church fathers might well have seen the plays as poaching on their religious territory.   

 

To us, of course, there is a bright line between theater, which we think of as “entertainment” and the 
worship services of a church, our own included.  But this play is a mediation on what are truly religious 
questions, about the meaning of our relations amongst ourselves, in this case, the bonds and duties of family 
and statecraft and where justice can be found between them.  In brief, the play is the story of the return of 
Agamemnon, the King of Mycenae and leader of the Greeks, from the ten year long siege of Troy and his 
murder by his wife, Clytemnestra.  In the course of the play we see him torn between his duty as father and 
his duty as a military chieftain, and how he sacrifices his daughter, Iphigenia, to secure the safety of his 
army, and how his wife, the mother of Iphigenia, in turn takes her revenge for the murder of her daughter 
by murdering Agamemnon, her husband, upon his return.  Violence cycles to more violence, and all in the 
name of justice.   

 

The play, powerfully produced and acted, brought these questions to vivid life in front of us.  And we left 
the theater pondering justice.  When people take revenge, that is take the meting out of justice into their 
own hands, whatever the motive, it is ever possible to achieve justice?  We are left to think that true justice 
must be finally in the hands of the divine, as indeed, our own religious traditions remind us it must be.   

 

If you have the opportunity to see this play, I recommend that you visit the Getty Villa to see it.
