as Eighth 

President of Unitarian 

Universalist Association of 

Congregations 

 

Rev. Peter Morales, senior minister of 
Jefferson Unitarian Church in Golden, CO, was 

elected today to be the eighth president of 
the Unitarian Universalist Association of 



July 2009 

Congregations (UUA) at the Association's General Assembly (GA) in Salt 

Lake City. 

Morales received a total of 2061 votes, 1020 of which were cast as absentee 

ballots. His opponent, Rev. Dr. Laurel Hallman, formerly senior minister of 
the First Unitarian Church of Dallas, TX, received a total of 1481 votes, 827 

of which were absentee ballots. Morales' margin of victory was 580 votes. 

Speaking of his aspirations for Unitarian Universalism, Rev. Morales said, "I 
want to grow our faith, to reach all those people who are looking for non-

dogmatic, liberal religious community. I look forward to working with 
partners in many other progressive and justice-seeking religious groups. 

There are tremendous issues that we'll be facing in the coming years and 
we're going to need one another." 

Commenting on Rev. Hallman's campaign, Morales said, "The campaign is 

over. It's time to come together as we always do as a faith community. To 
get to where we want to go requires all of us, and we need their 

commitment, their enthusiasm, their passion, and their vision. I also 
particularly want to say that I fully appreciate Laurel's consistent emphasis 

on spiritual depth, on the creation of profound covenant in communities, and 
also her deep passion for retaining our youth and young adults." 

Rev. Morales, the first Latino leader of the UUA, will be installed in a 

ceremony which concludes the General Assembly, at 6:30 p.m. (MDT) on 
Sunday, June 28. Rev. Morales will succeed Rev. William G. Sinkford who 

has served two four-year terms as President of the UUA.

On Sunday July 26 Pat McCully, the founder of Circulo de Amigas, will be our guest 
speaker.  Social Action has sponsored this organization which provides educational 
services for young women in Jinotega, Nicaragua for many years, and we are hoping 
that Pat will enlighten us of some new ways that we can support this worthy cause.

                                       Kidôs Talk - Principles in Practice  
July 4th brings Independence Day in the United States, but it might be a good time to 
remember our seventh UU principle, which talks about the interdependent web of life. 

ñIndependentò means that you can manage by yourself. 
ñInterdependentò means that you are connected, and that your well-
being depends on the well-being of the plants and animals, as well as 
people, who surround you. One way to think about your personal 
interdependent web is to get a big piece of paper and put your name in 
a circle in the center. Then start writing down beings who affect your 
life, or who are affected by your life. That might include your family, 

friends, and teachers, but also pets, plants and animals that are your food, trees that 
provide you with oxygen, etc. Draw lines between the beings youôve written down for all 
of the connections. Does it look kind of messy? When you get down to it, itôs a lot 
harder to think of ways we arenôt connected than ways we are.
