The Stewardship Committee was officially recognized and has begun to formulate ideas on how to
proceed with the goals and objectives developed by the congregation. Co-chairs are Anne Thorward and
Lee Oldham. A committee has been established to plan for Emma's Revolution concert on March 6,
2010 with Bill Dutton as the chairperson. Liaison assignments to the various committees have been
completed.

An amendment was added to the Planned Giving and Endowment Policies and Procedures that allows
for transfers of monies to the church's operating funds when a balance of $25,000 has been reached
rather than 4% of any amount as had been written. The account currently holds $2,500 in socially
responsible funds. Tom Thorward was approved as Treasurer and UUCF's first quarterly payment to
Fair Share was made, supporting UUA and PSWD.

To serve human need . . . Social Action committee Report

On Saturday, October 24™ members and friends of the Unitarian Universalist Church of
Fullerton (UUCF) lived (or should | say “partied”) our mission at our annual Halloween fund
raiser party. We truly were a “welcoming community of all ages (toddlers to grandparents),
living (or partying) our principles through active services, and embracing each other and the
larger world” as we raised funds for Habitat for Humanity of North Orange County.

Our fund raiser for Habitat for Humanity of North Orange County raised almost $1100. Co-
chairs of the Social Action Committee at UUCF, Lou Arnwine and Deborah Langenbacher,
organized this event which provided activities for all ages. The little ones enjoyed a variety
of games and karaoke singing, as well as the opportunity to make a Halloween gift bag for
children residing at the Women’s Transitional Living Center, a program which safely shelters
women and children who are victims of domestic violence. The hit of the evening was a
haunted house organized by the Teen group, and organized by their leader Christina Garner.
We commend the teens on doing a fabulously scary job with the haunted house!! For the
older crowd, we all of course enjoyed seeing the children, but also had the opportunity for
spell casting and handmade charms by our resident “hedge witch,” Randi Hetrick, a raffle
drawing, and our photo booth, thanks to Liz Heaton. We also wish to thank Donnette
Guiltinan and Lesley Mahaffey for providing a lasagna dinner, and for everyone who provided
refreshments. Besides all the fun we had, the best part of the evening was knowing that we
would be helping to provide for a “new neighbor” in a Habitat house in North OC!

The Social Action Committee has been busy with many other projects in October. Several on
the committee have participated in rallies, letter writing, signing petitions, and so on to
support health care reform and the “public option.” Several members from UUCF provided
backpacks and school supplies to school age girls in Jinotega, Nicaragua who are sponsored
by our congregation through Circulo de Amigas. A number of members and friends of the
congregation are actively involved with Up2UU, with tutoring, teaching ESL, and supporting
homeless individuals in our area with job searches.
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In November we will again be volunteering one night per week at the Armory, serving dinner
to homeless individuals. (See Lou Arnwine for further details.) And as the holidays
approach, we will be focusing on children, including gifts for the children and young mothers
at the Florence Crittenden program, among others. Our next Social Action Committee
meeting will be Sunday November 8™ following the service in the sanctuary.

Nurturing Your Spirit

THE BIBLE ILLUMINATED:

R. CRUMB'S BOOK OF GENESIS

Seminal comic artist R. Crumb’s adaptation of the first book of the Old Testament, the Book of
Genesis. Crumb has spent the last five years on this incredibly ambitious endeavor. The exhibition
features 207 individual, black and white drawings incorporating every word from all fifty chapters, as
well as a cover, title page, introduction and back cover. Each drawing contains six to eight comic
panels illustrating the stories of Adam and Eve, Noah’s Ark, Sodom and Gomorrah, and more. Using
his signature bawdy style, Crumb’s version of the Book of Genesis puts an entirely new twist on the
Bible.

R. Crumb has contributed a plethora of zany, outrageous, and riotous figures to the world of comics.
His impact on the underground comic world is immeasurable and his drawings have been highly
influential to countless artists working in the contemporary art field and commercially. Drawing from
everyday events and characters, he tells stories of pathetic men (often modeled after himself), randy
old men chasing exceptionally voluptuous women, and other odd characters including gurus, seers
and talking animals. His stories illustrate the most basic human qualities: fragility, hubris, weakness,
cruelty, paranoia, neuroses, fear, and shallowness. He is unabashed in his depictions of the lowest
depths of misery and the dark sides of humanity, yet always maintains a sense of humor. Often
criticized for being overtly sexual, violent, racist and misanthropic, he is steadfast in his convictions to
share his perspective. Like a modern day Daumier, he keenly observes the hypocrisies and
idiosyncrasies of human behavior with the sharp wit and cutting eye of a staunch critic.

Born in Philadelphia in 1943, Crumb began drawing comics as a young boy, influenced by his older
brother Charles. In the early 1960s he drew cards for the American Greetings Corporation and in the
late 1960s he traveled to New York, Chicago, and Detroit and created many of his rambunctious and
unforgettable characters including Mr. Natural, Mr. Snoid and Angelfood McSpade. In 1967, he
moved to San Francisco and later that year he drew “Zap #1” and “Zap #0” and sold them on the
street, which marked the beginning of his role as one of the founding fathers of the underground
comic movement. In the last months of 1969, Crumb received a $10,000 advance from Ballantine
Books for a “Fritz the Cat” book, but he later killed the character, dissatisfied for its portrayal on film.
Crumb’s “Mr. Natural” strip ran in The Village Voice for about a year (later compiled as “Mr. Natural
#3”), and in 1981, he produced and edited a new comic magazine called “Weirdo” which included the
work of other artists. By the end of the 1980s, Crumb and his wife, Aline, relocated to the south of
France, where they live and work today.
