Testimonial of Mary Rhodes  I want to share with you what it is that moved me to join this church, to 

keep coming and to get actively involved. Ten years ago I retired from a career in education and wanted anew 
source of community to replace what the school district had provided. Though Iôd been an Episcopalian in my 
early years and later grew interested in eastern and metaphysical thought, I hadnôt been a regular church-goer 
for decades. However, discovering Jonôs astute and insightful columns in the Fullerton Observer made me 
think that this Unitarian-Universalist church might be just the thing. A place with people of diversity but basically 
liberal and humanistic, a place to experience a worship service and to sing hymns, without having to utter a 
creed nor follow religious dictates beyond aspiring to those noble goals that appear in our affirmation and in 
our mission statement. 
 

Starting out slowly, as just part of the audience, I gradually began to edge out more, first by taking part in the 
circle dinners, joining a few committees, then serving on the board. This moved me--a bit beyond my initial 
comfort zone--and resulted in definite personal growth and even more importantly the opportunity to get to 
work with other congregants and to have the satisfaction of sharing together in projects. The close friendships 
Iôve made as a result are lifetime treasures. The companionship and caring our community provides is 
astounding. For example, a few years ago when I shared that my daughter-in-law was undergoing serious 
medical treatment, a congregant I then knew only slightly took me aside and offered to donate blood for her, if 
that were ever needed. I was deeply moved.  
 

The hearts of our congregants are warm and giving and can be counted on. So many UUCF congregants 
devote time and energy to serve those beyond our ñchurchò walls in the greater community. They are indeed 
exemplars in serving human need.  I have one regret, that is that I did not discover this church in time for my 
three children to take part in our religious education program, that teaches young people in their formative 
years about all the great faiths of the world, about social justice, the wonder of the natural world, and ethical 
decision making. You young families are fortunate to have found this place at an important time, and that 
moves me too.

Celebrate! March brings us holidays when people throw paint (Holi), dress up and make a lot of noise (Purim), or dye anything from 

beer to the Chicago River green (St. Patrickõs Day). So I guess the start of spring must be a time when people are ready to break out 

and have fun.  

 

March is also National Womenõs History Month and this month we honor Judith Sargent Murray (May 5, 1751-June 9, 1820) -- 

essayist, poet, and playwright.  She argued forcefully for improved female education and for women to be allowed a public voice. 

Judith was among the first Universalists in New England, a pioneer religious educator, and the wife of the distinguished Universalist 

preacher John Murray. Judith was born in 1751, a time when most girls got very little education. Although she never had the kind of 

formal schooling she longed for, Judith read everything she could get her hands on, and wrote her first little book when she was eight 

years old. In 1770 Judith's father read the work of James Relly, an English Universalist who taught the idea that all people would be 

savedñthat everyone would eventually go to heaven and no one to hell. Winthrop Sargent gathered together a group of people to 

explore these ideas, creating the first Universalist congregation in the United States. Judith was one of these earliest Universalists, and 

she wrote the first Universalist Sunday school book for children.  She also published the first of what became a whole series of essays 

arguing for the rights of womenñwhich women deserved the same education as men, and opportunities to use their brains and not just 

take care of households. Although Universalism changed a great deal even during Judith's lifetime, her contributions to the beginnings 

of Universalism and Universalist religious education are important, and her writings on the rights and abilities of women make her truly 

deserving of attention this Women's History Month. 

 

Nurturing Your Spirit  

March 20th marks the equinox, the point in the year when the light and the dark are equal. In the Northern 
Hemisphere, itõs the spring, or vernal, equinox. In the Southern Hemisphere itõs the autumn equinox. Whether 
itõs spring or fall, the equinox is a point of balance before the earth tips toward more light or more dark. In 
honor of that planetary moment of balance you can practice a bit of balance yourself. Try balancing on one foot. 
Take a moment to find your center, your own point of balance inside. Then challenge yourself by standing on 
the other foot. Then, when youõre ready for a real challenge, stand on one foot and close your eyesñitõs harder 
than it sounds! Does it help to find that balance point inside you, and to concentrate on your center when you 
close your eyes?  
 
Yoga is a spiritual practice that gives a great deal of attention to balance. You can try the tree pose and others to 
increase your balance. And you might just find that working on your physical balance will help you to feel calm 
and balanced inside for the rest of the day.
