Prothero vehemently disagrees with the politically correct notion that all religions 
are equal. ñThis is a lovely sentiment, but it is dangerous, disrespectful, and 
untrue.ò The idea of religious unity, he maintains, is nothing but wishful thinking. 

Hence,  this book is meant to be ðand most definitely is ða bracing dose of realism. 
Religion is not just a private matter, he continues. Rather, it affects the world from 

social, economic, political, and military perspectives. Religion has two faces as a 
force of both good and evil. He discusses what he considers the great religions of 
the Middle East (Judaism, Christianity, and Islam), India (Hinduism and Buddhism), 

and East Asia (Confucianism and Daoism) ðgreat in this context being contingent 
on number of adheren ts and historical significance.
